One player from Sudan has shown the power of this

approach. Prone to emotional outbursts and

occasional violence, he has grown remarkably under

the patient love, structure, and spiritual guidance of

our coaches. In a game this year, after being fouled

repeatedly, instead of retaliating as he once would, he

chose self-control and walked away. 
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Every practice, every match, and every program includes Biblical teaching and prayer. 

It is on the soccer field that we have the privilege to share the life-changing message of Jesus Christ with

children and families who may never step inside a church. 

Twenty-one children made professions of faith in Jesus

Kids led prayer and Bible lessons, and wanted to learn how to share Christ with their friends. 

Throughout the year, kids learned how faith in Jesus must be the foundation of their lives, how to be a good

and loyal friend, and what it truly means to be a person of character and integrity.

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Ministry efforts reach into education, nutrition, and personal

development. 

In 2025, a homeownership workshop was launched to help

families pursue generational stability. 

Over 500 meals were served each month to children, many

of whom face food insecurity. 

Local partnerships provided food boxes for families in need. 

Children also experienced new opportunities including a

fishing trip, Surf City Camp, Geneva College tour, and

PAWest Summer Camp.

The fruit of these investments is becoming evident, as

several alumni returned this year to volunteer and give back

to the ministry that shaped them.

A meaningful connection was made with Geneva College,

where the coach and several players launched a girls’

program. They poured into young athletes and invited them to

visit the campus, tour the school, and attend a game.
